POLICES & PROCEDURES 2011:



CAMP FEES: Camp fees & field trip/supply fees are due the Friday prior to your child’s camp session.  If fees are not paid in full prior to the start of a camp session, the registered camper will be taken off the camp list and a child on the waiting list will fill the slot. There is no registration fee for summer camps.  Camp fees are to be paid regardless of vacation, holidays, or sick days.



AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOR: Camp Legacy reserves the right to dismiss a camper for the day, week, or the entirety of the summer if a camper exhibits aggressive behaviors (biting, hitting, throwing objects, shoving, scratching, kicking, pinching, screaming, etc).  We are dedicated to protecting the rights of our camp counselors and the rights of the other campers to have a safe, fair camp setting.  



HEALTH & SAFETY: If a child should become sick, need medical care, or have an accidental injury, Camp Legacy will contact the parent first (or other emergency contact person if the parent cannot be reached).  In an extreme emergency situation, we will call 911.  A staff member certified in CPR and First Aid is present at camp at all times.  State policy requires Camp Legacy to exclude campers who exhibit any illness associated with fever, diarrhea, vomiting, ringworm, impetigo, head lice, pink eye, chicken pox, and scabies.   Please be considerate of the children closely associating with one another at camp, and keep your child home if he/she shows any of the above signs of illness and/or has a constant cough or undiagnosed rash.  If a parent cannot be reached or is unable to pick up a child, the camper’s emergency contacts will be called. A child may return to camp when he/she is fever free for 24 hours, diarrhea/vomiting free for 24 hours, non-contagious, and rested/ready for camp.  

Camp Legacy staff may give or apply medication, either prescription or nonprescription, only if given written permission and instructions from the parent.  Medication must be in its original container and clearly labeled for the child.  Camp Legacy will maintain documentation of the time and amount of medication a camper has received.  



PARKING: If upon arrival and dismissal times, you find Legacy Primary School’s parking lot filled, please do not park on Burdette Street or block intersections.  Please arrive promptly in the morning, as our parking lot will be closed at 9:40 for opening/flag ceremony.  Extra parking for Camp Legacy’s families is available at Heritage Pointe.  Children should not be left unattended in cars in either parking lot.  If you have small children and are not able to bring them into the building during arrival/dismissal times, please arrange with another parent to watch your children while you bring your camper into the building.  The safety of ALL children is our number one priority!

FOOD POLICY: Breakfast is not provided at Camp Legacy.  If a child needs to bring a breakfast food on occasion to before camp care, we ask only dry foods that need no preparation be brought.  When staff has to monitor a child eating breakfast in the morning, it takes away from interacts with the rest of the before camp children.  Mid-morning and mid-afternoon snacks are provided by Camp Legacy.  When packing your child’s lunch, please keep in mind we have several children with peanut allergies at Camp Legacy.  Please do not send any food with peanut butter or nuts.  Please read food labels carefully.  

**Please let us know if your child has a food allergy.  Children with severe allergies required to supply their own food.  



CLOTHING: At Camp Legacy, we’re always on them move!  Please dress your child in comfortable, washable clothing, and not their “best” outfits (we WILL get messy).  Tennis shoes or rubber-soled shoes are required for safety and freedom of movement.  Please do not send your child in cowboy boots or flip-flops.  Sunscreen MUST be applied to every camper prior to arriving to camp.



Toys & Trinkets: Campers are asked to not bring any unnecessary items to camp.  We keep our campers engaged in busy camp activities the entire time they are with us.  Toys and trinkets from home tend to get in the way of a camper’s ability to participate in these planned activities.



Absences: Please call Camp Legacy (884-2242) if your child will be absent.  Camp counselors are concerned for the wellbeing of their campers and like to be informed when a child is absent. 



Late Policy: Children are protected by the security we give them as adults.  A camper who has to wait and see all his peers picked up by adults at the end of camp may become apprehensive and anxious.  Please be on time to pick up your child.  We understand there are times the unexpected occurs.  Please call us at Camp Legacy and let us know if you are going to be late.  A late fee of $5.00 will be assessed if a parent is more than 5 minutes late.  Thereafter, every 5 minutes late will be an additional $10.  



SUPPLIES: Campers need to come each day to camp with a full size backpack (to transport projects home) and a change of clothing (kept in the backpack).  Campers will need a swimsuit, towel, & water shoes (preschool campers only) on water days.  Full day campers will need to keep a bottle of sunscreen in their backpack at Camp Legacy each day.
